Job Description for Non-commercial license applicator 

Minimum requirements: 
Person must past a criminal background check

Must be at least 18 years old and have a high school diploma or GED 

Must be able to read and write English, understand pesticide labels and follow detailed instructions given by the IPM Coordinator. 

The qualified applicant must be able to qualify to sit for the certified applicator series of exams the applicant must meet one of the following qualifications:

1. Be an applicant who has held a technician license for at least six (6) months and has been employed with duties including pest control services under the supervision of a licensed certified applicator for at least twelve (12) months out of the last twenty-four (24) months. 

2. Be an applicant who has a degree in a biological science. The applicant must furnish an official copy of their college transcript; or 

3. Be an applicant who has twelve (12) months’ verifiable technical field experience out of the past twenty-four (24) months from another occupation. The applicant must submit a signed and notarized statement from their previous employer detailing technical field experience as it relates to pest control; or 

4. Be an applicant who has completed a SPCS approved noncommercial/commercial or technician  applicator training course

The recommended categories of licensure for school employees are as follows:

Pest control - Inspection and/or control of pests in and around homes, businesses, and industries. This category shall include persons engaged in the inspection and/or control of insect pests or pest animals which may invade homes, restaurants, stores, and other buildings, attacking their contents or furnishings or being a general nuisance, but do not normally attack the building itself, as for example, roaches, silverfish, ants, flies, mosquitoes, rats, mice, etc

Lawn and ornamental - Inspection and/or control of pests of ornamental plants, shade trees, and lawns. This category includes persons engaged in the inspection and/or control of pests or diseases of trees, shrubs, or other plantings in a park or adjacent to a residence, business establishment, industrial plant, institutional building, or street.

Weed Control - This category includes persons engaged in the inspection and/or control of weeds around homes and industrial environs.

The Non-commercial applicator will assist the school IPM program with the following: 
· Oversee day to day pest management needs

· Work with pest control contractors to ensure that they are also following district IPM guidelines, that companies always choose least toxic pesticides first and maintain justification forms for yellow and red category pesticides. 

· Document and retain pesticide application use records for all inspections, treatments and monitoring based upon district IPM program. 

· Work with building and grounds departments to ensure that non-chemical control measures are completed and documented for the IPM program

· Attend annual CEU recertification for license, maintain proper records for non-chemical and chemical pesticide applications
· Attend a SPCS approved school IPM Coordinator training after license completion and refresher courses as established by the IPM Coordinator for the district
